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Game 1: Play as I-Tisket, I-Tasket. Children form a circle facing in​ward. One player takes the "pocket" and walks around out​side the circle while all sing the song. At the end of the song the "pocket" is dropped, and the player thus signaled chases the other around in the same direction in a race for the place vacated. The winner becomes "it."
Game 2: A seated circle of players hold up their hands, palms facing each other, fingers slightly curved, to make "pockets." One player is chosen to leave the room. A penny is placed in one of the "pockets." The absent player returns when the singing begins, and must guess who has the penny. Loud or soft sing​ing from the group is used as a guide to "hot" or "cold," helping the player to find the holder of the penny.
